In addition to a policy-oriented internship, Vision New America interns undergo a comprehensive civic leadership training provided by the Asian Pacific American Leadership Institute (APALI), which is located at De Anza College. Headed by Dr. Michael Chang, Ph.D., former mayor of Cupertino (CA), APALI is now going into its 11th year and 3rd year of partnership with Vision New America. We are very proud to partner with APALI and Dr. Chang in 2008.

Through our diverse means of increasing civic participation, it is our hope to expose students and community members to the value of public service, to give insight as to how the government is run, to build bridges between the community and public officials and to encourage more underrepresented groups to participate in mainstream politics and community service.  

Our Training Program

All interns who are admitted into the Vision New America internship program are required to take part in an Asian Pacific American Leadership Institute (APALI) course. APALI and Vision New America offer two course options: a course in the spring for high school and college students and an extended in-depth summer course for college students only. Both courses offer college credit to high school juniors and above.

Will Vision New America provide transportation to my internship?

Vision New America does not provide transportation to the internship offices or to training site locations.

For students that qualify, Vision New America provides up to $120 stipend to help pay for public transportation, gas, or parking fees incurred during the internship program.

Is the internship paid?

The internship is not paid. However, Vision New America provides a scholarship for all students who successfully complete the internship program. In addition to the scholarship, Vision New America provides financial assistance in the form of transportation stipends and fee waivers (see Our Training Program, page 2).

What are the eligibility requirements to apply?

Vision New America will consider high school, college, and graduate students of all ages. In addition, students who will be graduating in 2008 will be considered for admission.

Freshman and sophomore high school students are admitted into the program each year. However, they are not eligible to receive college credit for completing the APALI leadership development course.

What qualities is Vision New America looking for in an applicant?

All students will be considered for admission. Past students have had GPA’s ranging from 2.5 to 4.0 and above. A candidate does not have to have previous experience working in politics or government. However, students must display a strong desire to learn and grow.

Vision New America seeks a diverse class of interns each year. In addition, training is provided to prepare students for their internship work. Therefore, all students are encouraged to apply.

Is there a cost associated with becoming an intern with Vision New America?

There is a $100 enrollment fee for students who are accepted into Vision New America. There are also costs associated with the training program ranging from $25-$296. All fees are waived for qualifying low-income students (applying is easy, see Financial Assistance and Scholarship information below).

Do I have to take APALI?

Successful completion of APALI is a mandatory requirement of Vision New America. Only students who have already taken APALI in the past are not required to retake the course, but must attend a civic engagement conference. 

What’s the difference between the Public Health and Policy Internship Program and the Public Policy Internship Program?

The Public Health and Policy Internship Program focuses on health related issues. The program is intended for students who are interested in pursuing a career in a health related field to grow and develop skills as health advocates, providers, and policy makers. The Public Policy Internship Program is intended for students who are interested in pursing a career in public service (e.g. policy, law, political science) or is learning more about the US state or local government. The program trains students to grow and develop skills as culturally competent community leaders, advocates, and policy makers.
